It is now time for you to set a meeting with the pastor to discuss the preparations.  The pastor may suggest that you talk with the mortuary before the service-planning meeting.  Either way, you will now have many of the details ready to share.





Preparing a service for your loved one is a personal and important process.  You have begun by notifying the mortuary and the church.  But what should you do next?  This brochure will outline some of the steps your family will need to discuss before meeting with the pastor to plan the service.


Gathering of Information:                    This step will help the minister tell your loved one’s life story.  Begin by listing the biographical data.  Add the special life events next.  Intersperse the stories people always share about your loved one.  Be colorful, funny, warm, or nostalgic.  These stories add depth to the service you will be preparing.  Gather photos and mementos you may want to use in a display or DVD presentation.  


Service Details:                                     Next the special details for the service are chosen.  What scriptures do you wish read? Are there other readings you would like used?  What hymns are to be sung by the congregation?  Are there special pieces you want as solos?  Medleys of tunes will be played before and after the service.  What might you ask to include?
